· Students will understand the basic elements and structures that recur in music; e.g., chords, rhythm, keys, scales, etc.

· Students will strive to become lifelong learners and lovers of music

Supplies – Bring these to class every day:  Pencils and manuscript paper.

EXTRA CREDIT- Students will receive extra credit for attending music performances as audience members.  Students must bring a program from the performance and write a paper about the performance to receive credit.  Points will be awarded based on the quality of the paper.  Multiple programs and papers can be submitted.

· Students will take responsibility for their actions.
